Each applicant must supply a copy of his/her high school transcripts and SAT scores
and, if applicable, college grades and credits, and a copy of their completed Federal
Student Aid Form. Applications received without a copy of the completed FSA Form
(do not send your SAR) will be disqualified. Do not send your original application
here. We will not forward these forms and that could result in your receiving NO
Federal Student Aid.

It will be the applicant's responsibility to see that the application is fully completed and
that all information submitted is totally truthful. Any part of the application not
completed will disqualify that applicant.

Each application must be accompanied by three letters of recommendation: One from
the applicant's County Extension Agent or Vocational Education teacher; one from a
high school/college teacher; and one from a community leader other than a family
member.
